Guidelines for AMISEF Teacher Training Grants
A. Grants are awarded up to $300.00 per teacher, per school year.

B. Applications are accepted throughout the school year on a first-come, first-served basis.

C. The grant is intended to benefit teacher training in a direct way.  The training course and/or conference must be directly related to enhancing the teacher’s skills for the classroom.

D. Grants can only be used for registration fees or course materials for the desired conference/course in which the teacher plans to attend.  Grants can not be used to cover travel expenses, hotel fees, and/or meals that are not included with registration fees or additional expenses.

E. Grants may not be used for personal development classes 
F. Course enrollment is encouraged!
G. Funds will be issued directly to conference/course organizers upon award.
H. Awards are not retroactive.  AMISEF will not make awards to reimburse for expenses incurred prior to submission of the application.

b. summary of how attendance will enhance your classroom knowledge and skills
c. documentation of registration fees
